A recent demonstration,
onSt.Valentine's Day,
found some 50 or 60 people,
mostly young, by the main
entrance., Resistance peo-
ple carried on low-keyed
conversation with inductees
while lovely young women
passed around home-made
bread {excellent} and hot
cocoa (a little too much
spice), A few inductees
and a truck driver broke
bread, .
“Timdthy English stepped
outof the building after de-
livering his statement to
the FBI agent inside and
stood smiling softly within
a circle of friends while a
young man played a guitar
and sang. On that day
there were 13 who refused
induction.

One a Day

Currently an average of
one man a day refuses in-
duction in Qakland. Not all
are connected with the Re-
sistance but most are in-

The penalty for refusing
the draft is a possible 5
years in prison., The pen-
alty for accepting it falls
on a Vietnamese peasant.

The first ever anti-war demonstration
on an American military base hy
military personnel took place last
week on Tuesday, February 13, at
Fort Jackson, South Carolina—the
base already famous since the court-
martial of Captain Howard Levy last
;I'_ear for opposing the Vietnam war.
his time 25 soldiers stuck their
necks out by going along to the
demonstration, which was to take the
form of an hour of silent meditation,
in witness to “ doubts about the war
in Vietnam".

After initially giving permission for
the Fort Jackson Protestant Chapel
to be made available for * medita-
tion ”, the Army authorities changed
their minds, presumably as soon as
they realised what the group were
glannlng to meditate about.

he upshot was that a number of
those who had turned up knelt down
to pray anyway. MPs hustled them
away, arrested five, and dispersed
the rest. Court-martial proceedings
are to be taken ﬁainst two Privates,
Robert Tater of New Hampshire and
Steven Kline of New Jersey.

This summary of what the
Panthers stand for is intend~

The Black Panther Party
for Self-Defense was form~
ed in Oakland in 1966 by

At zero hour, Blumsack dutifully re-
cited: “1 am oﬂiciall{ instructed to
tell you that there will be no meeting
tonight.” As each soldier knelt on the
steps of the locked chapel, a group of
MPs carried him off.
A further demonstration on the same
lines was planned for Tuesday this
week. (No news had reached us as
we went to press.) In the meantime
students at the nearby University of
South Carolina have been helping
out, distributing leaflets in support.
The demonstrators hope that their
action 1nay spark off a nation-wide
anti-war_ movement within the armed
forces. They are optimistic that the
court-martial charges will not stand
up. even in a military court.

Huey Newton, now being
charged with the murder of
an Oakland policeman, was
stopped for a traffic viola~
tion early on the morning
0fOctober 28, 1967, He was
asked to get out of his car,
When he did so, there was
an exchange of fire; one po-
liceman was killed and
Newton was wounded in the
stomach, The second officer
was also wounded, The
grand jury indictment
against Newton rests en-
tirely on Officer Heanes'
testimony that he saw the
defendent ''spin around",
that he heard shots fired,
and saw the pair grappling.
He could not remember see-
ing Newton with a gun al-
though he remembers firing
at Huey as well as being
struck by bullets from an
unidentified source.

Those who demand New-
ton's freedom feel that if it
took the Alameda County
Grand Jury a bare 27 min-
utes to decide on the basis
of this scanty evidence that
Newton should face a mur-
der charge - along with the
added charges of wounding
the other officer and kid-
napping a bystander (who
actually drove Newton to

UNDER-SHERIFF RAMSAY EXPRESSES A VIEWPOINT

On Feb, 13 Diablo Organ-
izations for Human Rights
invited other groups work-
ing for better human rela-
tions to discuss setting up
a non-governmental human
relations coordinating
commission, and to con-
sider the possibility of or~
ganizing federalor founda-
tion funds for Contra Costa
County since the Board of
Supervisors was not work-
ing for sucha commission,

A member of the Bay Area
Social Planning Council in-
vited Under-sheriff Harry
Ramsay, who had opposed
the establishment ofa coun-
ty human relations com-
mission before the Super-
visors because he said it
would become '"a civilian
police review board."

After much discussion it
finally boiled down to the
factthat Mr, Ramsay's real
opposition was toa danger-
ous character by the name
of Wm. O. Smith, Since I
was the chairman of the
Study Committee my stand
for human rights was taint-
ed because of myanti-Viet-
nam views,

Ramsay had a copy of one
of my newsletters mailed-
out to the members of Val-
ley United Church last No~-
vember, in which I de-
scribed an event Iwitnessed
personally at the Oct. 17
demonstration at the Oak-
land induction center,

I questioned the unneces-
sary use of police violence
in the beating of two medics

anda priesttrying to assist
ademonstrator who had in-
terfered with the police
lines and had been clubbed
down., Ramsay claimed this
never happened,

The newsletter also con-
tained quotations protesting
the police violence by the
students and faculty of Pa-
cific School of Religion, a
stand by the San Francisco
Presbytery regarding the
resistance to the draft, and
a statement by St. Andrews
Presbyterian Church in San
Rafael offering sanctuary
for young men resisting the
draft because they were
conscientiously opposed to
the war in Vietnam,

Mr, Ramsayindicated that
these were dangerous views
which any law enforcement
officer would immediately
be suspicious about. He
said that he would oppose a
human relations commis-
sion ordinance as long as 1
was the spokesman for the
group'

Mr. Ramsay called for the
gathered group to condemn
anactionby a Richmond hu-
man relations officer during
the shooting in North Rich-
mond last year, but he was
notabout to condemn the ac-
tions of police officers in
Oakland last. fall, .

If this igsany indication of
how the Sheriff's Depart-
ment feels, Mr. Ramsay
might have good reason for
fearing a ''civilian police
review board" even though
this was not a part of the

For the first time, a Black
Student Association has
formed at El Cerrito High
school. The group's organ=-
izing statement of purpose
recognizes that the forma-
tion of such a group may
seem to be "antithetical to
school desegregation,' but
that its existence is dictated
by the need for black stu-
dents to pool their resources
inorder to obtain their edu-
cational goals.

The Black Student Asso-
ciation allows sympathetic
white students to be associ-
ate members with no voting
rights. Their particular
role is to work with other
white students for the inter-
est of all students general-

ly.

Among the stated purposes
of the Association are: 1) to
examine the cultural and
historical backgrounde of
black people in order better
to understand their contri-
butions to the culture of the
U,S, and of other countries;

2) to provide black students
the opportunity of working
together in such a way that
they are motivated toward
higher goals in education;

3) to provide black students
with a way of influencing
their respective schools so
that some of their interests
can be represented in school
activities;

and 4) to give both black
and white students a more
effective way of workingto-
gether both in school and in
their respective communi-
ties.

Probably no reader of this
paper would disapprove of
any of the foregoing aims.
The school authorities,
however, have been very
leery of the BSA and have
given it so faronly minimal
encouragement,

""Black identity groups
frighten them,' says presi-
dent Milt Combs, who went
on to tell how the group's
plans to visit San Francisco
State College have been
thwarted by school authori-
ties.

The group has now re-
scheduled its field trip for
March 1, Four {faculty
members are to go along
with the students.

On Feb. 23 members of
the group asked to be ex-
cused from school to hear
Stokely Carmichael speak
in Richmond. (His appear~
ance had at firstbeen plan-
ned for the holiday but the
number of his speaking en-
gagements made that date
impossible.) They were
told that no excuses could
be given and that discipli-
nary action would be taken
ifthey went. Approximately

‘25 students went anyway.,

They were joined at the
First Christian Church by
afew students from Kennedy
High and a handful of adults
from the community.

Carmichael's appointment
was delayed and the students
didn't get back until lunch-
time. 'The adults, Ross

Francisco has been working
with the organizing com-
mittee to give practical
assistance.

Lately, concernabout po-
lice behavior with the sanc-
tion of San Francisco's new
mayor has reached an all-
time high, The mass police
raid on the Haight-Ashbury
which took place Sunday,:
Feb.18, led to an announce~
ment by the Peace and Free-
dom Partyof San Francisco
that it was forming an Ad
Hoc Citizens' Commi:tee
especially to defend the
rights of political dissent-
ers and other victims of
police brutality, and that it
would take action on theis
behalf against the city.

In the Richmond area of
the East Bay, political re-
pression has not been an
issue so far, whereas vio-
lence against ghetto resi-
dents has become a com-
monplace. Nevertheless,
representatives of peace
groups are taking the long
view that they also have a
strong interest in seeing a
group such as the Defense
Action Committee take
shape.

A Place to Present
Evidence

When asked how he visu-
alized the group's function=-
ing, Fox said he expected it
to announce a regular time
and place for all meetings,
like school boards or any
other regularly established
commissions. Itis his hope
that once this information
becomes known, persons
who canpresentevidence of
mistreatment by police or
other law-enforcement
agencies can come to the
committee for action on
their cases,

"Richmond needs a police
civilian review board but
won'tallowone," Fox said.
"The Human Relations
Commission could do some
of what we aim to do but at
present they're not doing
the job. They claim they
don't have the power to in-

Stokely became serious.
"Maybe not. But we've got
to be prepared. What do
you do when you see a man
with a gun robbing another
man? Whom do you help?
Tell your white {riends,
make the cops give up their
guns. They can't even
control their own police.
If they can't get the copsto
lay down their weapons,
then they'll have to help
get guns for you."

Artist Edward White of
San Francisco was moving
around taking close-ups of
Stokely as he spoke.

"Gotta split now, Just
remember to love one an-

other, that's the main
thing, love for all black
people.' Stokely got up to

go, the bodyguard formed
in front and behind, but he
lingered talking and laugh-
ing with the students who
crowded around,

Reverend Ross Willis of
the First Christian Church
produced a green felt pent
"Stokely, would you be
good enough to write your
name on the wall of our
church?"”

Stokely took the pen and
wrote: '"For Our People -
the most beautiful people

in the world - BLACK
PEOPLE. Stokely Car-
michael"

Then he put his sun-

glasses back on and posed
for afew last pictures with
artist White and others.
His car drew up, he waved
and ducked in to sit be-
tween two of the body-
guards. Another car fol-
lowed close behind with the
rest of the group as they

drove off. by Betty Segal
